This basic supply chain
concept has required the supply side logistics industry
to adopt more flexible, time sensitive business
models, and it has also resulted in smaller
consignments which can be more easily unitised
using pallets.

Whilst
traditional road hauliers have struggled with falling
revenues and margins, the pallet networks have seen
exponential increases in volumes. The industry is now

With only a small market penetration
the market looks set to continue its strong growth for
many years to come.
